GT Liaison: Sarah Beswick went to the gifted education program that presented an overview of 2.0 and
how it relates to GT. Sandy gave the following report for Sarah:

The Gifted Child Committee hosted Marty Creel, MCPS Director of Enriched and Innovative
Programming, for a discussion of Curriculum 2.0 geared specifically to gifted education, last
Wednesday, November 30, 2011 at Carver Educational Services Center. Marty presented an
overview of C2.0 and its relationship to the new standards Maryland has adopted, discussed the
acceleration and enrichment tools built into the new curriculum, and took some parent questions.
Parents were welcome to stay after and ask questions once the meeting was over. | did attend
this meeting, along with several FVES parents, especially parents of high ability second graders.



The Gifted Child Committee will post some questions on the MCCPTA website, and the district is
invited to respond to them. Answers will be posted as they are provided by MCPS.

Parents continue to be concerned about how C 2.0 will meet the needs of the very highest ability
math students. While MCPS states that a few students per grade level may need to be
accelerated to the next grade level, there is no formal assessment to give these students. MCPS
stresses that grouping decisions regarding math at all grade levels are a building decision, so
either a model where the homeroom teacher uses small group instruction/differentiation is
acceptable, as is a model where homogeneous math groups are used. In all cases, groups are to
be flexible and fluid.
